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SECTION 2: RULES, REGULATIONS & MINIMUM SUSPENSIONS

1. Each team may have a contingent of twefitye (25), consisting of a maximum of nineteen (19)
players, two (2) of whom must be goaltesrd and a maximum of five(5) nquhaying personnel,
specifically, coach, assistant coaches (2), manager, trainer and branch representative. Once the
championship commences the player roster of nineteen (19) is frozen and further additions will not be
granted. In addition to the team roster, there will be a maximum of five (5)-playing personnel,
specifically, coach, assistant coaches (2), manag@rrainer, as well as the branch representative.

2. To participate in the Western Championship, a team mastmete in a Branch Championship.
Exception: The host community is not required to win the branch Championship.

3. (a) Each team roster must be approved and verified by the Branch Executive Director and each
team must be prepared to present for Branch istgation form for inspection by the Chairman of
Discipline Committee prior to participation in the first game of the Championship.

(b) Any player who is listed on the declared team roster fteaam, which is participating in a
National,or Regional Chanignship will not be allowed to be on the declared team roster of an
affiliatedteam, whichis participating in another National or Regional Championkhipg played
concurrently.

(c)All players to be eligible must comply with the Hockey Canada residegalations F3 (a).
District or zone teams will not be eligible to participate in the Championship.

4, Each team may dress a maximum of nineteen (19) players including the regular goaltender and
an alternate goaltender the players registered as goalegadhall be eligible to play as goaltenders only
(Hockey Canada rule 16). One alternate goaltender must be dressed and on the bench.

5. (a) Emergency replacements shall not be allowed unless otherwiseapgiby a committee
composed of;

(b) Any team equired to supplement its roster to the full nineteen (19) players shall choose
these additions only from its club or affiliated team of a lower division;diutsion or category (Senior
Female Excludedee above 1).

(c)During the Championship compedtih, a replacement may be permitted for a goaltender
that becomes ill or injured during the competition or is under suspension. Such replacement shall be
one of the goalkeepers who have been designated by the host branch (minimum of two (2) as the
standbygoaltenders all such incidents must be authorized bycthairpersorof the discipline
committee.

6. The Championships will be played according to official Hockey Canada rules except as provided
for in regulations 4 and 5 (above).

7. The teams will pkaa single round robin series, Two (2) points will be awarded for a win and one
(1) for a tie. Overtime will not be played during the round robin schedule.

8. The length of games will be three (3) twenty (20) minute stop tomeods. The ice will be re
surfaced before each period.
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0. (a) At the completion of the round robin schedule, first asetond place teams will play a one
game final to determine the golaind silver medallions. The third and fourth place teams will play a one
game final to deterrime the bronze medallions.

(b) In the event the teams remain tied at the conclusion of regulatiore, the teams will
commence a one (1) ten (10) minute suddactory, stop time period, if still tied, the two teams will
retire for iceresurfacing and wlithen commence sudden victory overtime periagfswenty (20)
minutes each, with the FIRST goal ending the game.
